_lErank Adams was born in August, 1883. He was bﬁrn on .

Dryades Street, between Sixth and Washington in New Orleans aﬁd
raised ouwt in tpé_lrish Channel. He used to live on Reiigious
' Street,_betWEén Ra&e,dﬂd Orange and then moved to F@ﬁfth near -
St. Thomas and they moved frém there Eo'Waéhingtom Avenue when
he‘was'growﬁ Adams is not a mﬁsician as he never played any
lnstruments,but he ‘did hear a lot of the bands amd he was a dahcer.
He danced a lot. He used to go to the Love-and Charity Hall on
Camp, neér Valence;' [See Soards!, l916,- ﬁoving Chaidy Hall,
1334'Eagle]3 Adams'- father did‘not play any musi.c instrumeﬁt
‘His méther was not a singer. The first music Adams remembers as
a little bay was‘"King“,Buddy Bolden. - “Klnq" Bolden used to play

the cornet and had -about.'a dozen men in his band. {Compare Jaz;men.

Bolden was tops at that times famous, played for white and colared
peaple. Bolden llved somewhere up tawn.—above Nagolean Avenue.
" [See Soards’ 1908] Adams danced not only at the TIove and Charity
Hall but the Globe Hall and another one on Eagle Street near
Poplar up in Caxrnlltan Thare weren't any other halls up in

Carrollton then. The other ones were: on Camp Street! the Love
and Chariﬁyiﬂall;fThe Fuhky Butt Hall, near Basim Street: Econém&
‘Hall, on Ursulines {and'i; is still theré, but £8 a church now; and
the Masonic Hall. ——All-fhis from WR, REBA.]

| Adams has some old frlends, men older even than he is,
that know these places and remember Bolden's bandl. One guy.used
to play music has a barber shop at First and L;bemty, John Joseph.
[Is interviewed.] His younger brother [Wiliie'"Kaiser" Joseph]

was a clarinet playerx, but he died several years ago. Adams knows
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Buddy Bottley [epelling ?]: he wasn't a musician, but he used to
go up in a balloon at the old Lincoln Park where thereigs now a
grocery. Everyone ﬁsed to go out ‘to the park to watch him ge
ﬁp in the balloon. They had dancing at Linéoln Park and Buddy
'Bolden used to be out there, too. They didn't Play a special tune
when Bott19y [spelling 7] went up, but they played for the
occasion. Adams didn't see the late “Sunshlne Money" go up in
the balloon, but he knew him real well and his w1fe is still
living on Thifd, near‘fonfi; FA knowe the house. [Remembers

. tell about humbug--Russell changes subject]

Eddie Stack and Walter Stack were real nice to him. Edﬂie Stack

got along well: they played together and they ate together.
Adams' mother would beat Mrs. Stacﬁ;cooking so they ate a lot ﬁith
them. He was living oﬁ First Eetweeﬂ Reusseauland.Tchoupitoulas.
The"neighborsrwould buf their meate et a neighborhoed market on
|$oraparu Street and then come to his mother s garden and get all
their vegetables and hiS’mmther would not let them pay for them.
Adams daddy; planted the garden. There were only tWQ.cplored
families in that block. The other family, theréndersens, were
closer to the corner.
